Praise God for entrusting the ministry of reconciliation to
each of us, and for His grace that empowers us to fulfill His
commission. Pray for each of us in the FEBC family to be revived

in our hearts for Jesus and His purposes.

Pray for continued protection and provision for FEBC’s partners to
provide access of shelter, legal aid and other services to children
of persecuted parents.

The festive season can be acutely lonely for the thousands of

foreigners working in some Middle Eastern nations. As the year
ends, many locals also grow weary with the constant turmoil in
the region. Pray for FEBC partners’ radio and online programmes
to impact millions of listeners with the true story of Christmas,
bringing the peace of Christ to homes and hearts.

‘I The crisis in Yemen continues to deteriorate. Civil wars rage.
The country’s infrastructure has totally collapsed. External
threats continue. COVID and cholera continue to ravage the people.

Pray for God to ransom the Yemeni people from darkness and
relentless oppression. Pray against the evils of war and sickness.

‘I ‘I It has been six years since the Yemeni civil war started. More

than half of Yemeni children surveyed struggle with feelings of
sadness and depression. Pray for Jesus, the Prince of Peace, to lift off
trauma, and for His perfect love to comfort and cast out fear.

South Asia 13-18 NOV

‘I Pakistan houses 1.4 million Afghan refugees, an estimated
increase of 700,000 since the Taliban took over Afghanistan.

Pray that the Pakistani government will manage the situation in

a compassionate manner. Pray for FEBA Pakistan to reach more

locals and Afghan refugees through various media (shortwave, FM

radio, social media and personal meetings) to proclaim the gospel

in the country.

‘l Pray for our partners in Pakistan, Amplifying Voices. These
godly, faithful media partners are making a significant
impact with their broadcasts and training in remote and difficult
areas. Pray for their safety, security, health, and leader, Hazeen.

‘l 5 Praise God for FEBA Pakistan’s three-year strategic plan
(2021-2024). Pray for resources to meet the goals set, even
as persecution increases.

‘l 6 India - Praise God for the opportunity to launch programmes

to two more Ethnic groups despite COVID. The listenership
has been enormous and continues to grow. Pray for the FEBC
India Helpline as it meets the needs of listeners ringing to receive
counselling, encouragement, and support.

'I 7 Pray for other media partners in South Asia: Bangladesh,
Afghanistan, and Nepal. Pray that God will use the words

Central Asia 19-25 NOV

2 6 Korea - Praise God! More people listen to radios and

have heard the gospel during COVID than ever before.
Praise God for the AM station on Daebu Island in South Korea
that reaches all of North Korea. Pray for North Koreans to hear
the gospel and be ministered to by the broadcasts.

2 Taiwan - Pray against the mounting outside pressures

Southeast Asia 2-s pec

In Myanmar, the COVID outbreak especially in the

northwest of Myanmar’s Chin State, has been severe. 200
ministers have died because of COVID. Pray for the families
of these ministers to be protected, and for the Holy Spirit to
comfort them in their grief. Pray for medical aid to reach the
people and the programmes to give hope.

Pray for healing, recovery and provisions for the FEBC

Philippines team and family members battling COVID
and other illnesses. Strict quarantine restrictions have
halted or delayed some installation and maintenance work of
equipment. Pray for FEBC Philippines’ team to rely on God’s
power and control.

Pray for the leadership of FEBC Philippines. The team

is going through transitions in virtual/work-from-home
arrangements and staff replacements. Pray for God to sustain
the leaders, and give them wisdom as they navigate the team
through pandemic challenges and the transitions.
